Career Options

Employment opportunities for students with a Major in Business Administration exist within many areas. In the private sector,
students will find employment in a wide variety of business and professional organizations including public accounting firms, banks,
savings and loans, and other financial institutions, commercial and high technology industries, and in a multitude of firms engaged

in transportation, communications and the increasingly important foreign trade sector. Furthermore, business majors are actively
recruited by many not-for-profit and public organizations for their skills in accounting and financial management, marketing, computer
and data processing, human resource administration and general management. Those who want to engage in entrepreneurial activity
and operate their own business also will benefit from a major in business administration. In addition, an undergraduate degree in
business administration is excellent preparation for graduate study in business, law and other academic areas offering a professional
focus.
